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The level of fruitfulness that we experi-
ence is not for us to decide, but for God 
to determine.  Repentance brings bless-
ings. It is the Prophet Hosea who had the 
opportunity to share the good news to 
his people when he challenged them to 
repent: 

4444 "I will heal their waywardness  
     and love them freely,  
     for my anger has turned away from 
     them.     
 5555 I will be like the dew to Israel;  
    he will blossom like a lily.  
    Like a cedar of Lebanon  
    he will send down his roots;

Indeed, He came on a rescue mis-
sion to redeem and reclaim us as His 
own. The hymn writer C. Frances Alexan-
der brings us face to face with the reality 
of what that forgiveness means when 
she wrote in her hymn: 
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“And Jabez was more honourable than his 
brethren: and his mother called his name 
Jabez, saying, Because I bare him with sor-
row.  And Jabez called on the God of Israel 
saying, Oh that thou wouldest bless me 
indeed, and enlarge  my coast, and that 
thine hand might be with me, and that  
thou wouldst keep me from evil, that it may 
not grieve me!  And God granted him that 
which he requested.” I Chronicles 4 : 9 -10.”
