“But in your hearts honour Christ the Lord as Holy, being prepared
to make a defense to anyone who asks for a reason for the hope that
is in_you; yet do it with gentleness and respect.” 1 Peter 3:15

The Apostle Peter in his letter to the Jewish
Christians who were being persecuted by Emperor
Nero, reminds us that our focus should always be on
honouring Christ the Lord. But what does it mean
and how does it translate in our daily walk?

It means to give Him that special place and
privilege in our lives that is second to nothing;
recognising Him above all else. This is a command
for all believers — redeemed by the precious blood of
Jesus, the Christ, God’s Son, our Lord.

Striving for this in a world of opposition
usually leads to suffering. We saw it with Stephen in
the Book of Acts, we saw it with John Hus in the
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history of our Church, and we are seeing this more
and more today with Christians losing their
livelihood, even their lives because of the faith they
profess. The choice, however, should be clear for us
— heaven or helll So, stand fast, be committed, and be
prepared to make a defense to anyone who asks for a
reason for the hope that is in us. For we have a
promise and our God is a promise-keeper.

If we do not live in such a way as to honour
and glorify Christ, if we dress, think, talk and react
like those whose hearts are not touched by God, why
would anyone want to ask about the hope we have?
As Christians, there must be something about our
choices that draws men to God. People do not hear
our words until they see our deeds — therefore our
words ~ must  be consistent  with  our
witness. 1 Peter 2:12  challenges us to keep our
conduct honourable.

How is your manner in suffering — does it
reverence God? Is it a gentle and respectful manner —
exalting God and not bringing dishonour to His name
in our conduct and speech? Our challenge today %%
our hearts honour Christ the Lord as Holy, being prepared to
make a defense to anyone who asks for a reason for the hope
that is in us; yet do it with gentleness and respect’.

PRAYER: Father God, we praise and acknowledge you
as a Promise-keeping God, and today we ask you to help
us to honour you as Holy in all our dealings, and to
express ourselves with gentleness and respect, even in
suffering for your name’s sake. Amen.

“The 32rd Provincial Synod
comes to Barbados”

On Monday, July 15" the 32" Provincial
Synod of the Moravian Church — Eastern West Indies
Province will convene in Barbados and run until July
19", Provincial Synod is the highest authority in the
Province in the Moravian Church. It is made up of all
the clergy, lay delegates (including Youth Delegates)
and Conference Treasurers from all Conferences, and
any Lay Pastors who have been given charge of a
congregation by the PEC. In the Eastern West Indies
Province synod is usually convened every three (3)
years and has the responsibility to legislate concerning
constitution, worship and congregational life.

Synod reviews the life and work of the church
across the Province. It also makes plans and
projections for the future of the church. It is
therefore very important that the church be in prayer
for Synod. Many important decisions regarding the
church are made at Synod and so God’s guidance is
very essential.  Proposals are debated and many
become Resolutions, affecting the life of the church
and its members. Such Resolutions become part of
the Book of Otrder, which regulates the life of the
church.

The Synod elects the PEC (Provincial Elders
Conference) for the ensuing 3-year period. This
administrative board of the church, manages the
affairs of the Province during the inter-synodal
period. The election of bishops is also the purview of
the Synod whenever it is necessary to select a new
bishop, as is the case this year. God’s guidance is very
essential to the voting process as well.

The story of Petet’s miraculous exit from
prison highlights the significance of prayer to the
process of Peter’s exodus (read Acts 12). So powerful
was the force of prayer that those who were praying
did not even recognize the answer. Let us put our
prayer forces to work while the work of Synod
proceed. Remember: “The effectual, fervent prayer
of the righteous avails much.” (James 5:165)

Safe Fun Vacations

The Summer Vacation is upon the Family for
the next eight (8) weeks. Our families must also
prepare for the Hurricane Season at the same time.
Preparing for both occasions involves serious
planning and preparation by the entire family. In this
Issue we will focus on Summer-time Vacation
preparations. In the next Issue we will address
Hurricane Season and other emergencies.

Vacation Trip

Now that we have completed or school exams
and we are planning for our next class or new school,
we need to organize our summer activities. Travelling
abroad? - Remember your hand sanitisers, remove
your headphone when moving around in public and
be aware of your surroundings; pay attention to land-
marks so you do not become lost or disoriented. Do
you know ‘by heart’ the contact information for your
family abroad in case you lose your purse/phone?
Going to the Beach

Can you swim? Avoid going to the beach
alone, or without the consent of your parents. Also,
select a beach with Life Guard Services. Have you
ever done a Life Saving Course? If not, then check
the National Conservation Commission and get
registered for a course.

Going on a Picnic with friends

Ensure that your parents are informed and
one of them can accompany the group. Make sure
that some member of the group has First Aid
Training and has a First Aid Kit (available from most
Pharmacies). Remember emergencies can happen at
the Beach and other picnic or Play Park venues, eg:

» Stepping on Sea Egg Shells, broken glass at the
Beach or Park

» Being stung by bees or centipedes in the park or
country picnic spots, or even at home can be
very painful and frightening. Ask your doctor
for the action to be taken immediately after a
sting or Google for the information.

Going to the Cinema with Friends

Ensure that your parents know who you are
with at all times. If one of your teen friends will be
driving, make sure the person has a valid driver’s
license, is insured to drive the vehicle, and is a
responsible driver/person. Make sure your parent(s)
know that person (driver), and others with you.
Playing Outdoors

We encourage some neighbourhood play, but
parents should take turns supervising the play and let
the young people work out their problems as much as
possible. Stay away from touching any live or naked
wires as this could result in a shock which may range
from mild to extremely severe. Remember, not all
berries on plants are edible — check with your parents
before you pick them. If going riding — wear your
helmet and adhere to the traffic rules and the
guidelines your parent(s) gave.

Indoor Activities

Remove your toys and game-pieces when play
is over as they can be a hazard to yourself and others.
Do not spend all day in front of a screen (television,
or tablet) or on the phone. Find the right balance —
and spend some time reading interesting books, doing
craft, being taught how to cook or sew, or on
educational board-games to keep you sharp for
school.

Depending on your age, it is hoped that a
parent or adult is at home with you.

Enjoy your Summer recreation activities and
put in a few hour of checking your books for the new
school year before September. Remember to clean
your school bag, games bag and lunch bag, your
school shoes, and games shoes.
